In 2009 a total o206 newchildren were enrolleth the CNCF Sponsorship ®gramme.

2. 75 existing sponsordransferredtheir sponsorship to a newhild after their previous
sponsored chilgraduated from thprogramme.

3. 118 sponsors cancelledeir sponsorships for variowsasonsin all cases the sponsorship
programme reallocated the children to new sponsors.

4. 100 children graduateflom the sponsship programme for various reasons. Malsthem
had compkted their schooling University or vocational training courses and had
commenced workingSome had decidedto not to continuewith education usually for
financial reasonsggnd to take up employment instead.
