The Girls Prison is housed in a section of the Adult Female Prison and is situated 20 km from
Ulaanbaatar.

CNCF have established classrooms there including one reserved for the girls6 cookery lessons. The
focus of our programme is to instruct the girls in literacy, cookery and bakery lessons. The Girlsd
Prison Programme operates from grade 1 through to grade 8 conforming to the education curriculum
as laid down by the Ministry of Education.

The majority of the girls come from large single parent families where they experience overcrowded
and unhealthy living conditions. Their homes are often lacking basic necessities such as sanitation.
Most of them have experienced hunger and consequently their crimes are generally survival based
such as petty theft and pick pocketing.

Our teacher Soronzonbold instructs the girls in Mongolian language, literature and mathematics and
totaled 280 hours of teaching this school year.

Our teacher Tegshjargal instructs in bakery, cookery, hygiene, life skills and totaled 160 hours this
year.

There were 10 girls at the commencement of the school year with 4 girls being released after several
months.

Academic results: The table below gives the examination results achieved by the girls at their end of
term exams:

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The girls really enjoy the cooking and bakery lesson because they get to eat whatever they prepare.
This is particularly welcome because the quality of the food in the prison is very poor usually
consisting of offal.

Most of the girls are from the countryside and their parents live too far away to visit them so CNCF
provides their basic needs such as sanitary items and clothing.

The only way forward in a confused and bitter world is to find common ground as
human beings. That would be the first thing. To communicate: humaing to
human being.
