Target Group: Children who have dropped out of mainstream school.

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overview

The main purpose of the Reintegration Class, in common with the Sponsorship Class, is to prepare
children who have dropped out of school for transfer to regular State schools. Many children in
Mongolia leave school in primary grades, the main reason being a shortage of funds to buy school
supplies and uniforms.

The difference between this project and the Sponsorship classes is the location. The Reintegration
Classes are held out at the CNCF Ger Village.

The Reintegration Class Programme continues to bring opportunities for children to develop their
creativity and interests towards obtaining new knowledge and skills, thus assisting psychologically to
overcome the problems and difficulties that are linked with living in extreme poverty. During 2009,
Lessons taught in first grade include:

children presented a performance.
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Teachers visit all families during the school year. Food
supplies were donated to those pupils that were in the greatest
need. We distributed rice, flour, cooking oil, biscuits and

clothing to these families.

Oyunnomin (above) is an eleven year old girl who attends our Reintegration class. Her family used to

live in the countryside where they herded their own livestock.

Unfortunately, they lost all their animals during the
Zud, namely an extremely snowy winter in which
livestock are unable to find fodder through the snow

cover, and large numbers of animals were lost due to

starvation and cold. Hence they moved with their
| children to Ulaanbaatar in the hope of a better life.
Once there, they faced homelessness, unemployment,
poverty and sickness due to the unfamiliarity of city
life.

In common with many other families we helped, they worked and lived on the dump foraging to

collect everything that can be washed and sold at market such as empty bottles, cans, waste metal and
other recyclables. They earn about US$5 a day. As
well as a ger they have also started to receive a
monthly sponsorship fund of US$25 from CNCF.
Her father Ganbaatar, age 34, is unskilled and
uneducated. Her mother Batiya, age 37, also has no
profession. Oyunnomin has 3 younger siblings;
Nominerdene, a 7 year old girl who also attends
CNCF school, Tengeriinhishig and Hishigbayar, age

2 and age 1 respectively, remain at home.
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Because  of  their  family

circumstances, many pupils come
to the school without having
anything to eat. CNCF provides

4 them with a hot lunch everyday.
Some of the pupils receiving this
lunch may not have eaten since

& Iunch in school the previous day.

The school year CNCF provided a uniform and shoes for all

children studying in the Reintegration class.

e SChool

The CNCF Reintegration Programme was very proud to prepare and transfer pupils to the State school.

This was a significant achievement for the 62 pupils who are aged between 8 and 16 years old. Some
of these children had never attended school, and others had dropped out of the education system
altogether before attending our classes. Now that they have finished their primary education and also
developed learning skills their behaviour has

improved.
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Every month all education programme teachers have free special training on new teaching skills,
curriculum development, communication skills and social work methods from professors and doctors
from the University of Education in the Sponsorship classroom. This helps to improve and develop the
