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The main purpose of the Sponsorship Class,
in common with the Reintegration Class, is
to prepare children who have dropped out of
school for transfer to regular State schools.
Many children in Mongolia leave school in
primary grades, the main reason being a
shortage of funds to buy school supplies and

uniforms.

The Sponsorship Classes continue to bring opportunities for children to develop their creativity and
interests towards obtaining new knowledge and skills, thus assisting psychologically to overcome the
problems and difficulties that are linked with living in extreme poverty. During 2009, thirty-nine

pupils attended Sponsorship Classes. Lessons taught in first grade include:

=  Mongolian Language — 205 hours
=  Mathematics — 206 hours

=  Environment and nature — 17 hours
= Drawing — 33 hours

=  Sport—16 hours

= Music —32 hours

The Sponsorship Classes go beyond just providing lessons to the children, and CNCF teachers are in

In 2009, our
teachers repainted the classroom and renewed the old class display boards of Mongolian,
Mathematics and Civil Education. Teachers use these boards to display the pupil’s art work where
parents can see what progress is being made.

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Because of their family circumstances, many
pupils come to the school without having anything
to eat. CNCF provides them with a hot lunch
everyday. Some of the pupils receiving this lunch
may not have eaten since lunch in school the

previous day.

| great pride in preparing the pupils for their
transfer to the State school. This was a
significant achievement for the 39 pupils
who are aged between 8 and 16 years old.
Some of these children had never attended
school and others had dropped out of the
education  system  altogether  before
attending our classes. Now that they have
R | finished their primary education and also

developed learning skills, they stand a fighting chance of having a good education.
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Every month, all education programme teachers have free special training in new teaching skills,

curriculum planning, development and communication skills as well as social work methods from
professors and doctors from the University of Education in the Sponsorship classroom. This helps to

improve and develop the teacher’ miethods and skills.
