Project Overview 

Only 2.4 million inhabitants live in Mongolia, a country almost five times the size of 

Germany. During the long and ice-cold winters people struggle to survive. Nearly one half of 

the population lives as nomads with more than 30 million livestock. After the collapse of the 

Soviet socialist system in 1990, Mongolia entered a transition period resulting in significant 

social, economic and political changes, some good and some bad. There was high inflation 

and unemployment, more people became poor, more people were vulnerable and a social 

safety net was not part of a society now led by market forces. Since that time many children 

live and work on the streets of Ulaanbaatar (UB). To assist these children Christina started 

the Mobile Night Clinic in 2000.  

 

 

Mongoliaôs street children are forced to live on their own doing anything from 

begging, stealing, pick pocketing and a host of other menial tasks just to stay alive. Life is 

easier for them during the summer when they sleep almost anywhere, in the park, on the 

street or in the doorways of buildings. As winter approaches however and the temperature 

plummets below -40 Celsius, children are forced to go underground through the manholes in 

to the ducts containing the water pipes that supply central heating to apartment complexes in 

the city. These become home to street children who also, cook, eat and take shelter from the 

cold here. The manholes are dark, dirty and cramped. There is constant danger that the pipes 

may burst at anytime and spray scalding water on the children. Existing in such condition it is 
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inevitable that a large number of them are undernourished, vulnerable to illness and sexual 

exploitation. The Central Heating Company made a decision not to allow the street children 

to sleep in the manholes because, as well 

as being too dangerous for the children 

they were also causing damage to the 

heating pipes. The Police have sealed and 

welded most of the manholes in UB. This 

has resulted in the children changing 

their routines. Many now return to their 

homes in the evening or sleep in 

doorways of buildings. They can also be 

found in computer gaming centers, cheap restaurants 

and hotels working as guards or cleaners. During day 

time most of children sell newspaper, cigarettes, wet 

tissue, plastic bags, gum, etc.  

Children who are living in poverty work in 

the black-market in order to feed their family. Most 

of these working children drop-out of school and 

generally do not have any documentation such as 

birth certificates, identity cards or health insurance. 

Therefore the night clinic tries to solve their health 

problems especially in emergency cases and will 

provide them with the necessary medicines.     

 

Night Clinic  Standard Activities  

 The CNCF Medical team examines and screens the children for disease every week and 

when necessary they are advised to attend our Drop-in-Clinic. We also hold health education 

lectures explaining about the prevention of infectious diseases. In 2009 our lectures focused 

on the important topic of H1N1 (swine flu). Every week we checked all children carefully for 

any symptoms of the flu infection.      
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During the Mobile Night Clinic rounds, we regularly diagnose cases of Scabies and 
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facilities. We supply all creams and medicines for the children as well as regular health 

lessons and instructions regarding sanitation and the prevention of common diseases. 
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Gan-eredene is a 4 year old boy 
living in a tenement which is visited 

by our team every Monday. This 
little boy accidently cut off his 

middle finger at the first joint. We 
treated his wound regularly and 
supplied him with all necessary 

medicines and dressings. His wound 
has now cured without any 

difficulties
